Abstract of Project “Hazard Mapping for Sediment-related Disaster”

On Sept.4 and 5, Collaboration meeting between WGDRR and WGH and Field Training for project “Hazard Mapping for Sediment-related Disaster”, which is led by SABO dept. of MLIT and NILIM, is held. On Sept.4, we held indoor lecture of Japanese technique “how to set hazardous area” and “how to make and use hazard map” to make residents separate high risk area of sediment-related disaster by land use restriction and evacuation of residents in Macao science center. On Sept. 5, we held field training for TC members and local people (local engineers and residents) about how to set hazardous area and how to improve local people’s awareness of risk for sediment-related disaster in model site of Zhuhai city, China.
