I. Overview of tropical cyclones which have affected/impacted Member’s area in 2008

1. Meteorological Assessment (highlighting forecasting issues/impacts)

For the period of assessment from 1 September 2007 to 31 October 2008, the tropical cyclones that moved across the South China Sea had some indirect impact on the weather in Singapore.

The indirect impacts were due to the strengthening and convergence of southwesterly winds in the near-equatorial region of the South China Sea. In particular, on 7 August 2008, the passage of Tropical Storm “Kammuri” through the South China Sea, enhanced the afternoonconvection over Singapore that triggered a wet microburst with 133.9 mm of rainfallrecorded. The wet weather conditions and above average rainfall in September 2008 were also indirectly due to the tail-end of the spiral rain bands from the series of tropical cyclones(“Hagupit”, “Jangmi”, “Mekkhala” and “Higos”) traversing the South China Sea.
