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I. TECHNICAL COOPERATION

1. Banks


The WMO Secretariat continued to make efforts towards the mobilization of resources from the World Bank and regional development banks, including the Asian Development Bank (ADB).
2.
WMO Voluntary Cooperation Programme


The WMO Voluntary Cooperation Programme (VCP) is another major source available for WMO Members requiring technical assistance for meteorological and operational hydrological components.  A summary of the status of VCP projects for the Typhoon Committee Members is shown in Appendix A.


In 2008, China, Japan and the Republic of Korea made cash contributions to the Voluntary Cooperation Fund (VCP(F)).  China; Hong Kong, China; Japan; Republic of Korea; and USA provided equipment, expert services and fellowships within the framework of the VCP Equipment and Services (VCP(ES)) Programme.  A VCP project request was submitted by Philippines for expert services for capacity building on the use of remotely-sensed radar and weather satellite data, which has been supported with the VCP(F) for implementation in 2009.  A WMO expert mission to the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea is planned in 2009 to assess the current status and priority requirements for the improvement of hydro-meteorological services.  As of 31 December 2008, eight projects for four countries (Cambodia, Democratic People’s Republic of Korea, Philippines and Viet Nam) are under implementation; and 17 projects have not received full support.


VCP holds potential for support of activities of the Typhoon Committee, either through individual projects with the Members of WMO or by a VCP coordinated programme which could provide assistance of a regional nature to the Committee as a whole.  Members who need VCP assistance are urged to submit or update their requests to WMO in accordance with the Rules of the WMO VCP.

3.
Emergency assistance for disasters


The WMO "Emergency Assistance Fund" (officially entitled "WMO Disaster Assistance Fund for Meteorological and Hydrological Services"), established in 1991 (and renamed in 1999), is an existing WMO emergency assistance mechanism to assist Members affected by disasters in the rehabilitation and restoration of observing network, data collection and processing facilities and in international data exchange in cases where disasters have destroyed or severely disabled the meteorological and/or hydrological infrastructure. 


Following the floods due to torrential rainfall by strong cyclone in August 2007, the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea (DPRK) received support from China in 2007-2008 by providing surface measurement instruments, SSB radios, VHF radiophones, and PCs and peripherals within the framework of the WMO Emergency Assistance Fund scheme.


Following Cyclone Nargis in May 2008, a WMO emergency appeal was made for assistance to re-establish essential meteorological infrastructure and services in Myanmar.  China and Japan offered to provide in-kind and cash contributions to the WMO Emergency Assistance Fund.  Hydrometeorological instruments including an AWS, an electric generator, more reliable Internet connectivity and PCs for storm surge modelling were/are being provided to the Department of Meteorology and Hydrology, Myanmar, with the Emergency Assistance Fund and the VCP(F).  Affected Members who need emergency assistance are advised to utilize this scheme, and all Members are requested to consider possible support to the affected NMHSs.  
4. ESCAP

· Background Information
The Committee continued to play the role of a major and important mechanism to exemplify regional cooperation in disaster risk reduction in the Asia-Pacific region within the framework of ESCAP and the partnership between WMO-ESCAP and Members of the Committee.  For this mission, ESCAP continues to provide technical support to the activities of the Committee as well as the Typhoon Committee Secretariat.
· Hydrological Component

Being mainly responsible for providing technical support and advisory services to the Working Group on Hydrology (WGH) of the Committee, ESCAP continued to assist WGH in monitoring and supporting the key Members in implementing the respective projects of WGH.  It was under the programme of WGH, ESCAP help prepare and organize the Integrated Regional Workshop on Coping with Climate Change in the Typhoon Committee Area.  This assistance included the mobilization of services of international experts on climate change and provision of technical support to service the Workshop.  In addition, in order to enhance visibility of the Typhoon Committee and its WGH, ESCAP initiated themes related to activities of the Committee and WGH for inclusion in the Fifth World Water Forum. 
· Disaster Prevention and Preparedness Component

ESCAP continued to support activities of the Working Group on DPP (WGDPP) and participated in the working session of WGDPP in April 2008 and subsequently promoted activities of WGDPP on climate change at a regional workshop on this subject in Kuala Lumpur in December 2008.  
· Support Required for the Committee’s Programme

ESCAP also drafted a project proposal on climate change for discussion of a TC Working Group on priority projects aiming at assisting TCS in mobilization of financial resources. 
5.
TCDC


It is recalled that the basic objective of the Technical Cooperation among Developing Countries (TCDC) was to promote and strengthen collective self-reliance among developing countries through the exchange of expertise, pooling of resources, sharing of technical capabilities and development of complimentary capacities.  The Member countries are requested to utilize such a scheme to promote the technical cooperation activities.


China organized the WMO Symposium on Strengthening NMHSs External Relations followed by the 2008 Study Tour in China from 13 to 23 October 2008 for 20 participants, mainly International Advisors, from 16 Members of WMO in Africa and Asia.  Two members (China and Philippines) of the Committee participated in the Symposium and Study Tour.

6. Bilateral assistance


Great importance should be attached to assistance from developed countries to Committee's activities on a bilateral basis.  Members concerned are invited to inform the Committee at this session of typhoon-related activities, which have been implemented and/or will be undertaken on bilateral arrangements.  Japan continued to provide assistance to Lao PDR to improve meteorological services through developing human resources for meteorology and hydrology in 2008.
7. Typhoon Committee Trust Fund


Financial arrangement in funding support under TCTF is carried out by WMO based on the “Rules of the ESCAP/WMO Typhoon Committee Trust Fund”.  Members are urged to continue to enhance their contributions to the Trust Fund as a substantial support for the Committee’s activities.

In 2008, a special arrangement was concluded between WMO and TCS with Letters of Agreement for advanced provision of funds to TCS under TCTF for the TC activities as in the last year; TC Integrated Workshop and some training activities and publications.  Such arrangement allowed TCS to take the initiative in financial management of those events and complete its task in an efficient manner.


According to the aforementioned Rules of TCTF, the interim financial report on the balance of the Trust Fund as at 31 December 2008 is submitted by WMO to the session together with the final report on the balance for 2007 as shown in Appendix B and C, respectively.

Considering that there was a surplus fund from TCTF, it was decided in the Integrated Workshop at Beijing, China to make use of remaining fund for a meeting of Chairs of Working Groups and other activities for TC members.  The amendment of the new activities in the Annex of Letter of Agreement was made to meet these changes.


In addition, a contribution from Macao Foundation for supporting TC activities which included awards to the contest for creating a symbol/emblem for TC, manufacture of pins & folders and printing of flyers as shown in Annex 2 of document WRD-TC-41-5-7 Report of the activities of TC.
8.
Actions proposed


The Committee is invited to:

(a) Review all the resources available to support the work programme of the Committee, including the contributions from Members themselves and external support from WMO VCP, Banks, ESCAP, Trust Funds, bilateral assistance and other potential donors;

(b) Consider the potentialities for strengthening Technical Cooperation among Developing Countries (TCDC) arrangements within the region, taking into account the possible external resources;

(c) Urge the national governments concerned to strongly encourage assistance from funding agencies including the Asian Development Bank and the World Bank through the new inter-country project on reduction of natural disasters related to typhoons.
